Are you ready for 
an emergency?

PECO wants you to be prepared

1. Create a family emergency plan.
Talk to your family about potential
emergency situations and how you
will respond. Discuss an evacuation
plan. Prepare a “Go Bag” that
includes important papers
(insurance information, photo IDs,
proof of address, etc.), extra house
and car keys, credit/ATM cards,
cash, medication, child care
supplies, etc. It should be easy to
carry and ready in case you need to
leave your home quickly. 

2. If you have to stay in your home
(known as shelter in place), have a
kit available that includes:
• One gallon of drinking water per

person, per day
• Non-perishable foods
• First aid kit
• Flashlight and extra batteries
• Cell phone
• Battery operated AM/FM radio,

clock and extra batteries

3. If you must leave your home and
go to an emergency shelter:
• Stay calm, leave in an orderly

manner
• Lock all doors and windows
• Take your “Go Bag”
